Our new system is called PowerSchool.  This new student management software system will allow parents and/or guardians the opportunity to see “live” data as it pertains to their students.  This includes being able to check attendance, tardies, grades, discipline situations, etc.  


To check all of this on-line, you will need a username and password.  You can get this by calling our guidance secretary, Mrs. Vicki Ravellette at 882-2208.  You may also e-mail her at ravellettev@vcsc.k12.in.us.
Once you have your students’ information, you can precede two different directions.  The first way is to simply go to the schools website:  http://www.vcsc.k12.in.us/lincoln/ and click on the link to PowerSchool.  The second way is to enter the following web address:  powerschool.vcsc.k12.in.us, which will take you directly to PowerSchool.

Beginning with the start of the 2010-11 school year parents will also be able to look at teacher lesson plans as they pertain to your students’ classes.


Finally, we are also asking that you complete the enclosed form and return it to the main office at LHS.  As we transition to the new student management software system, we need to update ALL information in the database.


It is imperative that parents and/or guardians provide us with cell phone numbers and e-mail addresses.  Next school year we hope to incorporate e-mail when communicating with parents/guardians.  Report cards, newsletters, etc., will be sent via the Internet to those providing e-mail addresses.  Of course parents/guardians without e-mail access will still receive these items through the mail.
