Fundraisers

Several fundraisers are held throughout the year to finance the Band Boosters’ general fund and for each student’s individual account.  A projected annual budget of $175,000 includes transportation to and from band competitions, contest fees, staffing salaries, music and show design, instrument maintenance and repair, cost of fundraising, and other necessary expenses not covered by VCSC.  It is important for each band member to do his or her part to sell or work the fundraisers!

Below is a list and information about the standard fundraisers and when they are held:

● Rendezvous Watermelon Booth – Band Boosters provide workers for the Illiana Watermelon Growers booth at the Vincennes Rendezvous for 40% of the profits. 

● Red Skelton Festival and Parade – June 9th – We need food booth workers for the day.

● Car Washes – Two car washes (June 23 and July 21) are held each summer.  Students and parents are asked to help.  If a student works a car wash, he/she receives 100 percent of his/her ticket sales; if a student does not work the car wash, he/she receives 50 percent of his/her sales.

● Indianapolis Motor Speedway – Sixteen people provide labor for a concession stand determined by the IMS for the 500 (in May) and the Brickyard (in August) race days and for the qualifications and the race day for the Grand Prix (in June).  The workers leave at 2:00 AM on the day of the event to arrive at the track by 5:00 AM and return to Vincennes by 10:00 PM. 

● Knox County Fair – The Knox County Fair runs from July 23rd through July 28th.  The band boosters maintain a concession stand for all evenings of the fair along with 2 afternoons (Thursday and Saturday).  Approximately 15 people are needed to run the concession stand.  Sign ups will be solicited during the parent meeting and cookout on June 21st.   This is a huge effort and we need everyone to pitch in during this week.

● Watermelon Festival – August 4th – We need food booth workers for the day.

● Golf Outing – Sunday, August 12th Vincennes Golf Club – New this year!  We need volunteers to sell hole sponsorships and to promote the outing to golfers.

● Football Concession Stand – We work the concession stands at all home football games.  The dates for the fall 2007 season are:  August 17th, August 24th, September 14th, September 28th and October 5th.

● Magazine Sales – New or renewal subscriptions of magazines are sold starting this summer ending in September.  

● Cookie Dough Sales – Cookie dough sales are held in October with delivery in November before Thanksgiving.  Just in time for the holiday season and gift giving!

● Fruit Sales – Fruit is sold in November for delivery in December.  Another holiday gift opportunity!

● Chili Supper – Before the Sullivan Game, Saturday, January 12, 2008.  We need dessert donations.

● Pizza Sale – New this year!  Take orders and make pizzas for Super Bowl Sunday.

● Garfield’s Night – Possibly February.

● Club’s Choice – Specialty food items are sold during March.

● Applebee’s Pancake Breakfast – March or April

● Save Save Cards - Card sales begin in April.  The cards advertise discounts honored by local businesses from May through April of the next year.  The cost of the card is $5.00 of which $1.00 goes to the students’ accounts.

● Plant Sale – New this year!  We plan to have a flower booth set up for plant sales for Mother’s Day.

● Recycling Printing Supplies – We receive money for recycling toner and inkjet cartridges.  Bring them to the Band Booster’s Meeting or students can bring them to the Band Room the morning of the meetings.  ● Recycling Aluminum and other metals – We have an account at Dumes for aluminum cans and other metal recycling.  Just tell Dumes to add your recycling to the LHS Band Booster account. 


When turning in money from a fundraiser, always use an envelope with your student’s name, amount collected, tickets returned and sold.  Envelopes should be sealed and dropped in the collection box found in the band room.  Band collection envelopes should be available on the wall organizer in the band room.  It is strongly recommended that you do NOT include cash in the envelope because it can easily get lost.  You should take any cash collected, write a personal check for that cash amount or obtain a money order.  It is also suggested that you make a note somewhere (i.e. on a calendar) of the total amount of money that you turned in to have that information in case of a discrepancy.  This protects you, the band directors and the band boosters.  When an individual writes a check, it should be made payable to the Lincoln High School Band Boosters.
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
